Regarding the above mentioned applicant and premises (to be erected) situated at Ground Floor, Park Square (PARKHURST), 4th Avenue, bounded by 13th & 14th Streets, PARKHURST, JOHANNESBURG, being stand numbers 1026 and 1027 PARKHURST, DISTRICT JOHANNESBURG 

I would like to lodge an objection to all of the above-mentioned applications on the following grounds.

· Parkhurst already has approximately 17 liquor licences within a 1 km radius.
· Further liquor licences will impact negatively on the environment and what is largely a residential precinct
· Consensus obtained through public participation will reveal it is not in the public interest to have more liquor licences along 4th Avenue
· The limited infrastructure will not support the increased volume of traffic and people
· SAPS Parkview are already heavily burdened with crime in our suburb and further liquor establishments will exacerbate this problem.
· 13th and 14th street carries pedestrian traffic in terms of primary school learners walking down to 4th Avenue to utilise the Public Transport and increased traffic is not in the interest of community based safety plans.

· Further, in terms of the RSDF for Parkhurst, I believe that:

· The current number of pubs, restaurants and bars in our suburb is not in keeping with our Precinct Plan.
· Parkhurst has a huge ongoing problem with restaurants and bars, who operate using restaurant licences and are then trading until all hours of the night and morning. Issuing further restaurant licences may further exacerbate this problem.
· Parkhurst is a densely populated residential area, whose residents are kept up all night by noise emanating from liquor outlets and the patrons who they attract. The patrons then compound the problem by partying in our streets once businesses have closed. This leads to all sorts of nuisance and/or obscene and/or illegal behaviour in the streets – outside people’s homes.
· There is not enough parking to accommodate any new liquor outlets and this leads to inconsiderate patron’s parking outside resident’s houses in such a way as to obstruct entrances or otherwise be problematic for residents.
· The proliferation of liquor licences has attracted the attentions of numerous drug dealers who ply their wares openly. 
The current situation is such that the Parkview SAPS find themselves unable to control the crime happening in our suburb. Parkhurst currently and consistently accounts for most of the Parkview precinct’s reported crime. In this regard Residents, at huge expense to themselves, have secured the services of private security companies to address the increasing crime in order to complement and supplement the Police services. 

Please do not compound our problems by adding more liquor outlets in our suburb.
